Regular Meeting
May 2, 2016

A regular meeting of the City Commission of the City of Traverse City was
called to order at the Commission Chambers, Governmental Center, 400 Boardman
Avenue, Traverse City, Michigan, at 7 p.m.

The following Commissioners were in attendance: Mayor Jim Carruthers,
Mayor Pro Tem Ross Richardson, Brian Haas, Gary Howe, Richard I. Lewis, Amy
Shamroe, and Tim Werner.

Mayor Jim Carruthers presided at the meeting.

There being no objection, Mayor Carruthers removed Agenda Item 2(g) and
4(b) from the Agenda as requested by the City Clerk.
