Under the general supervision of the Superintendent of Streets, and daily supervision of the
Streets Supervisor, the Streets Maintenance Worker performs a variety of skilled and semi-
skilled activities, with emphasis on heavy equipment operations to support construction,
maintenance, stormwater-related projects and clearing streets and alleys from debris, snow and
ice. Work requires proficiency in operating large vehicles and machinery, as well as knowledge
of construction trades, methods, and techniques. This position is responsible for performing
complex maintenance tasks, ensuring public safety, and adhering to all applicable safety
standards and regulations. Work schedules may include irregular hours, evenings, weekends,
holidays, and emergency call-ins. This is a full-time union position. Starting pay is $26.55 per
hour.
